· Maintenance skills come from previous experience

· Performs minor repairs and adjustments to building systems (e.g., tap washers, light bulbs, filters, belts).  Would rely on outside contractors and/or in-house trades for technical advice and assistance 
· Would not be expected to independently perform complex repairs 
· Would not be expected to work independently on complex systems (e.g., Medical Gas)
	#200 Facility Maintenance Operator

· One (1) year Building Systems Technician Certificate

· In addition, may require 5th class certificate that can be acquired with 4 weeks on-the-job training – legal requirement to operate/maintain 5th class boilers

· This position would work up to the level of a journeyperson in a non-specific trade discipline.  Would be required to perform all repairs (e.g., remove/replace motors, bearings)
· Buildings would have computerized building operating system on which you would adjust temperatures, start and stop equipment, alarm systems for critical equipment
· Would be expected to independently perform complex repairs/installations other than those requiring a plumbing or electrical permit.

· Would be expected to work independently on complex systems (e.g., Medical Gas)
· Typically, buildings would require to be manned/monitored 24 hours per day
